“And at the ninth hour Jesus cried out in a loud voice, ‘Eloi, Eloi, lamma
sabachthani?’ which means, ‘My God, my God, why have you forsaken
me? .Then Jesus gave a loud cry, and yielded up his spirit.” [Mark 15.34,37]

“Consummatum est.” It is completed—it has come to a full end. The
mystery of God's love towards us is accomplished. The price is paid, and
we are redeemed. ...

For
you are the all-favoured, all-blessed, all-gracious mother of the highest.

THE FIRST STATION
PILATE

Y. We adore you, O Christ, and bless you.
R. For by your cross you have redeemed the world.

Ant. They arise, the kings of the earth; princes plot against the Lord and his anointed.

“"What | was born for, what | came into the world for, is to bear witness to
the truth. Whoever belongs to the truth, listens to my voice. Pilate said to
him, ‘what is truth?"" [John 18.37-38]

The Holy, Just, and True was judged by sinners, and put to death. Yet,
while they judged, they were compelled to acquit him. ... He who was
condemned in weakness shall judge the world in power, and even those
who are condemned will confess their judgment is just.

Let all our senses be a sacrifice to you; let every member sing
your praise.
